DIRECTORS STATEMENT:

The Romantic is a mythological exploration of the romantic troubles that plague our collective culture – both politically and personally.

On the macro level, The Romantic investigates our susceptibility to and desires to be controlled by the powers that be (those with power over or possession of large amounts of earthly resources).  It observes how easily we are manipulated to accept violence, revenge, blind patriotism, abuse of power, and cruelty as matter-of-fact elements of life that are not only tolerable but at times positive validations of our God-given entitlement and virtue. 

On the micro level, The Romantic aspires to illustrate the effects our growing isolation and anonymity has on our personal and familial relationships, on our environment, and on our communities.  The food and goods we consume are of poor quality – manufactured through environmental and civil horror. Religion is often an instrument of captivity instead of liberation. Children are educated in a loveless world, taught how to compete, instead of relate, with one another. Love, forgiveness, and patience, on a global scale, are missing. 

The Romantic seeks to illustrate this brokenness, and its possible redemption.
